 Punishment needs to be appropriate to the offence 
 Teach with confidence 
 Preparation is key: break learning into small chunks and plan mile-

stones with students who need extra help 
 Give students a sense of achievement so that they feel appreciated 
 Use human discretion with student problems; treat students person-

ally and give them space 
 Be sensitive to the needy; ask them if they are doing OK 
 With flipped learning, materials need to be prepared before class; 

with goals and learning outcomes 
 Motivate reward-focused learning 
 Always do the best for every goal
