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The BOLD2025 Blended Learning Committee has selected 36 courses with 49 lecturers to be part of its pilot 

implementation since 2016.  The courses are mostly in students’ first and second years of study with the aim to 

enhance students’ learning experiences at basics and foundation levels. College of Engineering (COE) leads with 53% 

(26 staffs) appointed as pilot lecturers, College of Foundation and General Studies (CFGS) with 23% (11 staffs),  

College of Accounting and Business Studies (COBA) with 14% (7 staffs), and College of Computer Science and 

Information Technology (CSIT) with 10% (5 staffs).  The pilot lecturers are soon to be called AGENTS to further 

inspire, and to help assist other staffs undertaking BL in their 

current courses. 

 UNITEN Pilot Courses
